AGREEMENT
on the rights and obligations of the Parties and
on coordination of measures to ensure health

l. Subject of the Agreement

1.This agreement establishes the requirements,
rights and obligations of the parties to ensure heaith
and safety at work of their workers and to protect the
life and health of others who are in the area of their
activities on the territory of the Contracting Entity.

Il. General requirements

1.The employees of the Contracting Entity and the
Contractor who organize and manage work
processes shall be responsible for ensuring health
and safety at work of the workers involved in the
activities they manage. They shall immediately
inform each other of all dangers and hazards.
