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1. SCOPE OF SUPPLY

The scope of supply covers cleaning elements and spare parts for Hosch belt scrapers. Hosch belt
scrapers are used for the belt conveyors on the territory of TPP AES Maritza East I. Due to technical
inconsistency, the parts of the belt scrapers Hosch can be replaced only by original cleaning elements
and spare parts of the company Hosch.

AGREEMENT
