(e) it will comply with all reasonable
instructions given by the Contracting Entity in
connection with the delivery of the Goods;

() it will fulfil the procedures and
requirements of the Contracting Entity for health,
safety and environmental protection introduced at
the site of the Contracting Entity and it will take all
necessary precautions to protect the health and
safety of all persons, including its own staff, the staff
of the Contracting Entity and of TPP AES Galabovo
as well as the population that may be affected by the
actions of the Contractor while performing delivery of
Goods;

(g) it will use means of transport in good technical
order, which meet the legal regulations and
Contracting authority’s requirements as the latter
shall be proved with a valid certificate for
successfully passed annual technical examination
and/or other suitable documents when necessary. In
all cases the Contractor shall not allow any
environmental pollution caused by its transportation
activities.

11.4. The Contracting Entity may remove the
Contractor from the site of the Contracting Entity if
the Contractor violates the health and safety
requirements established at the site of the
Contracting Entity.

11.5. The guarantee period (if applicable) for the
completed delivery shall be the period specified in
the Special Conditions (Appendix 1).

12. Terms and conditions for delivery and
acceptance of the Goods.

12.1. Unless otherwise agreed, handover and
takeover of Goods shall be done by persons
designated by the Parties within the working day at
the agreed place of delivery.

13.1 If the contractor has provided the Contracting
Entity with a Performance Guarantee under this
contract, the Contracting Entity may retain the
Performance Guarantee until the Contractor
executes completely, accurately and entirely this
contract or until expiry of the guarantee period of
the Goods.

Invoices shall
be prepared and accepted under the procedure for
sending and accepting of invoices (Appendix 6). If
the provisions of clause 3.3 hereof are fully and
precisely fulfilled, the Contracting Entity shall pay
the amount indicated in the invoice within the
specified payment period.
