ACCESS TO POWER PLANT

Warehouse working time for suppliers of goods is every working day, Monday to Friday, from 8:30
am to 3:00 pm.

Upon delivery, Suppliers shall produce at the plant’s entrance gate a copy of a Purchase Order or any
other documents certifying that the goods are supplied under a contract or order of AES-3C Maritza
East I EOOD.
