If a Contractor offers any equivalent systems, it should demonstrate equivalence according to
the requirements of Art. 52 para. 1 and 2 of PPA.

Supporting parts such as anchors, hooks, temporary props, ladders, safety components,
Scafftag signs and labels, nets, etc. should be appropriate for the scaffolding system used.

All used elements must be labeled according to BSS EN 12810 standard (or equivalent) and
appropriately marked with the company name, year of manufacture and certificate number
(building approval).

All parts to be used must be factory marked in accordance with the standard BSS EN 12810
(or equivalent) and they should bear the name of their manufacturer, year of manufacture and the
certificate number of their construction approval.

Using of components with no marking is not allowed.

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Most scaffolding structures in the plant are assembled using the specific patterns described in
the scaffolding manufacturer's instruction manuals.

Regarding any more complicated assembly patterns not specified in the scaffolding manuals,
the Contractor should provide a person with an appropriate designer qualification who should
develop an individual scaffolding design including calculations for proving the stability and rigidity
of the structures where these are not covered by the manufacturer's documentation or where the
intended structure configurations are missing. This person should also draft a risk assessment for
the scaffold erection. The Contractor should submit the custom-made design and the risk
assessment to the Standing Commission in charge of scaffolding acceptance for its approval by the
Contracting authority prior to commencement of scaffolding assembly.

If a scaffolding design includes the use of wooden parts or any other combustible material,
they must be specially treated against combustion and water absorption. The boards used for
construction of the platforms should have a minimum thickness of 48 mm.

In the case of a mixed structure (steel and aluminum scaffolding) of one type, the maximum
load capacity of the aluminum scaffolding is taken into account.

Combination of scaffolds using different gripping systems as well as combination of scaffolds
made by different manufacturers is not allowed.

Using of deformed, defective, corroded parts or any other elements with signs of
wear/overload is forbidden. Due to the aggressive environment on site, the steel scaffolding parts
should meet the C3 corrosion protection class according to BDS EN 12811-2 (or equivalent).

Stability of the scaffolds should be checked and ensured at all times including while they are
assembled, modified and dismantled.

Scaffolding should be grounded if it is installed in dangerous proximity to energized
conductive parts.

Scaffolds should only be installed on sufficiently rigid surfaces. Prior to assembly, the surface
should be checked for adequate load capacity and appropriate pads should be selected. The
maximum heel areas should not be exceeded

The choice of anchor configuration depends on the section width, scaffold loading, payload,
wind loading and the scaffolding height. The anchorage configuration should be selected with all
these factors being taken into account. Anchoring must be done step by step as part of the assembly.
If necessary, the stability should be additionally strengthened by using ballast or diagonals.

All walkways installed as part of the work platforms should be secured against dangerous
displacement: unexpected displacement or lifting by wind force. In scaffolding structures where the
shear strength of the walkways is used for stabilization, all walkways should be installed across the
entire width of the opening and secured against lifting.

When installing, modifying or dismantling a scaffold, the installer should be reliably fastened
to some part of the scaffolding he is installing, modifying or dismantling or to another suitable
anchor point.

Installers must not be fastened to scaffolding parts that they are installing or dismantling. The
points of attachment/securing should be chosen so as to ensure the lowest possible fall factor.

After completion of scaffolding assembly, it should be inspected and accepted and Scafftag
scaffold inspection guide poster should be fitted on the structure to that effect by the Contractor for
the entire period of its use. This poster must be in accordance with the requirements of the Scafftag
system and should include the following information:
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e Name of Contractor

e Work order number

Reference drawing number according the scaffold’s manual or the custom-made design (if
applicable)

Location

Name of scaffolding supervisor/inspector
Contact phone number

Scaffolding description

Allowable load

Date of installation

Dates of inspection checks

Date of decommissioning

The on-site Standing commission (the Contracting authority’s supervisors and the
Contractor's scaffolding inspector) must ensure that the scaffold is checked before being used by the
workers.

The provided label(s) must be visible from all access points to the scaffolding.

Scaffolding structure areas that are incomplete or have any specific use restrictions should be
signaled, secured and clearly identified

If any defects are detected during inspection, the scaffolding must not be put into use until
they are removed by the scaffolding installer.

Any further changes to the scaffolding are considered as installation, modification or
dismantling and may only be performed by Contractor's technically trained personnel.

Temporary dismantling of equipment, structures, systems or parts thereof should be
considered as part of the scope of work. The condition of any equipment to be dismantled should be
established by a prior joint inspection performed by both parties.

Scaffolding installation/dismantling should be carried out based on the quantity and number
of scaffolds ordered by the Contracting authority. The installation and dismantling times should be
in accordance with the maintenance deadlines and schedules set by the Contracting authority, and
they should be performed through using the best practices, sufficient staff resources (including shift
work), scaffolding parts and any other equipment under conditions that fully meet the requirements
of the Contracting authority for safe work and use.

Scaffolding dismantling, installation and modification should be carried out by appropriately
qualified and instructed personnel familiar with the requirements for safe work and environmental
protection, using proper tools and PPE.

Scaffolding dismantling, installation and modification should only be performed by
experienced and certified installers that:

e Have passed initial safety instructions;

e Possess the qualification of a "scaffolding installer";

e Possess the required qualification group for safe operation according to the Regulations for
safety and health at work in electrical installations of electric and heating plants and the
Regulations for safety at work in non-electrical installations of electrical and heating plants
and on heat transmission networks and hydrotechnical facilities;

If the Contractor determines that the conditions on site do not allow the Works to commence,
it should send a request to the Contracting authority describing the required activities supported by
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photographs, as well as the possible adverse effects in terms of costs and time, for assessment and
approval by the Contracting authority.

The Contracting authority will not provide service water, drinking water, security fence,

additional lighting and guarding of the site specified by the Contracting authority for temporary
storage. The Contractor should arrange for their provision at its own expense.

The Contractors shall have the necessary technical capacity, appropriate storage facilities,
organizational capabilities, experience for safe and quality execution of the works in the term
specified by the Contracting authority.

Upon scheduled outages, the Contractor shall be available 24/7. The contractor shall provide
the necessary amount of personnel, scaffold, equipment and lifting equipment throughout the
entire period of the outage, including days off and holidays.

The Contractor shall be able to start working in case of emergency within four hours for a
request sent by the telephone or e-mail by the Contracting authority during working hours
(7:30 = 16:30) and up to eight hours if the request is sent outside the working hours.

Loading, transport, unloading of materials, scaffold and scaffold elements to the place of
erection (site) is the Contractor’s responsibility.

The Contractor undertakes to build a fence and maintain the site designated by the
Contracting Authority for temporary storage of scaffold and elements.

The Contractor’s lift and transport equipment available at site shall be stored only at the
places designated by the Contracting authority.

The Contractor shall maintain a clean and safe worksite during the erection, operation and
disassembly of the scaffold.

After the scaffold is erected, the Contractor shall remove from the site all wastes, non-used
elements and potentially hazardous materials used in their work.

The Contractor shall provide a list of the Personal Protection and Fall Protection Equipment
used on the site and copies of the records of the last periodic inspection carried out by a
trained competent person.

Up to 10 days after the conclusion of the contract, the Contractor shall provide quality and
compliance certificates for the scaffold as well as a copy of the entire documentation of the
scaffold from the manufacturer including a passport of the scaffold.

On the site the Contractor shall use a scaffold of one type of connecting system. In case
systems and scaffolds of a different manufacturer are combined and mixed, the same are not
paid by the Contracting authority and are disassembled at the Contractor’s expense.

The site supervisor serving the functions of a technical leader shall be fully aware of the
requirements for safe working with scaffold and its use and shall be responsible for the
correct assembly, operation, scaffold documentation, periodic inspections, modifications and
disassembly. This does not preclude the Contracting authority from checking at its own
expense any scaffold construction at any time and possibly requiring remodeling, additional

GUIDELINES

for preparation of the documents

I. Preparation of the documents for participation in the procedure

The Partcipants’ offer consists of the following documents:

1. Information sheet presenting the participant including Unified identification code as
per art.23 of the Commercial register law, BULSTAT and/or other identifying information,
bank requisites as well as address for correspondence including e-mail during the performance
of the procedure.

2. European Single Procurement Document (ESPD) prepared according to APP
template that can be downloaded from the Agency for Public Procurements site containing the
following information:

2.1.  Grounds for removal

When submitting an offer, the participant declares the presence or absence of grounds
for removal in Part 111: "Grounds for exclusion”, sections A, B and C in ESPD under Art. 54
para. 1 and Art. 55 para. 1 p.1 of the PPA.

2.2.  Other grounds for exclusion provided for under the national law of the
contracting authority or the contracting entity of a Member State:

> When submitting an offer, the participant declares by filling in Part 111 "Grounds
for exclusion”, section D "Other grounds for exclusion, which may be provided for in the
national law of the contracting authority or the contracting entity of a Member State", the
presence or absence of the grounds for removal in ESPD, on the following three points provided
for in the national law:

> Requirements under Art. 54, para. 1, item 1 of the Public Procurement Act: The

Minimum eligibility requirements:

A minimum turnover of 50% of the estimated value of the public procurement contract
for services which are in the field falling within the scope of the subject matter of the order
calculated on the basis of the annual turnovers for the last three completed financial years.
Services which are in the field falling within the scope of the subject matter of the order shall
be considered to be assembly and disassembly of scaffolds in industrial businesses.

2.3.2.Technical and professional capabilities:

3. The participant shall have available tools, facilities and technical equipment;

4. The participant shall apply a quality control system according to 1ISO 9001 standard or
equivalent one or any other equivalent quality assurance measures with a scope similar to the
subject matter of the order;

5. The participant shall apply an environmental protection system according to 1ISO14001
standard or equivalent one or any other equivalent environmental protection measures;

6. The participant shall apply an occupational health and safety system according to
OHSAS18001 standard or equivalent one or any other equivalent measures for occupational
health and safety.

Compliance with the selection criteria shall be declared in ESPD and the participant
designated as contractor shall, upon conclusion of the contract, provide proof of
compliance as follows:

v' For item 1- List of the services that are identical or similar to the subject matter of the
order completed in the last three years, indicating the values, dates and recipients, together with
proof of the service rendered.

v For item 2 - List of the personnel who shall perform and / or the members of the

Installations of Electrical and Thermal Power Plants and Heat Transfer Grids
(ITB3PEYETLIEM).

4. The risk of delay or loss of an offer is taken by the participant.

5. The Contracting entity shall not undertake to assist in submitting the offer within
the time limit set by it.

6. The Contracting entity shall not review offers submitted after the expiry of the
deadline for receipt.

7. A committee appointed by a Manager’s order shall review and evaluate the offer
under the procedure of Art. 104, para.2 of PPA in connection with Art.61 of RIPPA. Firstly,
the participants' technical and price proposals are reviewed and evaluated and after that the
documents for complience with the selection criteria are considered.

8. All unsettled issues shall be governed by the provisions of the Public Procurement
Act and its Implementing Rules.

Art. 18. The Contracting Entity may retain some amount
of the Performance Guarantee as forfeiture if the
Contractor fails to fulfill any of its obligations under the
Contract or in the case of poor, partial or late fulfillment
of any obligation by the Contractor, and it may forfeit an
amount of the Performance Guarantee that corresponds
to the agreed penalty for the specific case of default.

Art. 19. The Contracting Entity may retain the
Performance Guarantee in full in the following cases:

Art. 20. In each case of retained amounts from the
Performance Guarantee, the Contracting Entity shall
notify the Contractor of such retention and its grounds.
Retention of the Performance Guarantee in full or in part
shall not waive the Contracting Entity’s rights to claim
compensation of larger amounts.

Art. 21. If the Contracting Entity forfeits the Performance
Guarantee and the Contract is still in effect, the
Contractor shall within 7 (seven) days replenish the
Performance Guarantee by paying the amount forfeited
by the Contracting Entity to the account of the
Contracting Entity or provide a document amending the
original bank guarantee or a new bank guarantee, or an
insurance policy so as to ensure that while the Contract
is still in effect, the amount of the Performance Guarantee
is in accordance with Art. 12 of the Contract.

Art. 22. The Contracting Entity shall not owe interest to
the Contractor on the Performance Guarantee for the
period when the Contracting Entity has lawfully retained
it.

VIIL.TERMINATION

Art. 35.(1) This Contract terminates:

1. Upon expiry of the term of Contract Article 4 hereof or
reaching the maximum admissible Contract Price;

2. Once the Parties to it fulfill all their obligations under it;

3. Upon the occurrence of a force majeure event
rendering Contract execution impracticable, for which
circumstance the affected Party shall notify the other
Party within 3 (three) days from the occurrence of such
impracticability and provide evidence thereof;

4. Upon termination of a legal entity that is a Party to the
Contract and that has no successors as defined by the
law of the country in which the entity has been
established;

AGREEMENT
on the rights and obligations of the Parties and on
coordination of measures to ensure health and safety at
work

|. SUBJECT OF THE AGREEMENT

1. This agreement establishes the requirements, rights
and obligations of the Parties to ensure health and safety
at work of their workers and to protect the life and health
of others who are in the area of their activities on the site
of the Contracting Entity.

Il. GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

1. The employees of the Contracting Entity and the
Contractor who organize and manage work processes
shall be responsible for ensuring health and safety at work
of the workers involved in the activities they manage.
They shall immediately inform each other of all dangers
and hazards.

2. No other activities except the agreed ones can be
performed on the worksite or, by exception, activities
subject to prior written permission by the Contracting
Entity after special instruction of the Contractor's
employees.

3. Movement of workers on site shall take place along
designated routes, care being taken of any uneven
surfaces, open shafts, moving vehicles and other marked
or unmarked dangers threatening life and health.

4. If an activity is performed by employees of the
Contracting Entity and of the Contractor in a single room
and/or at two levels, the persons mentioned in Art. 1
hereof shall take measures to ensure their mutual safety.

5. During work access shall be prohibited to any
unauthorized persons who are not directly involved in the
performance of the agreed activities.

6. Equipment, ladders and platforms used for work at
height shall be standard and shall meet all safety
requirements.

7. When carrying out hot works, employees of the
Contracting Entity and the Contractor shall observe the
fire safety rules. Smoking on the premises of the
Contracting Entity is only allowed in the designated
areas.

10. The Contractor shall not allow removal of signs and
fences, and also the Contractor may not carry out
activities outside the designated worksite or block
passages, corridors and platforms with dismantled
assemblies, spare parts, waste materials and the like..

11. When performing the contractual activities, the
Contractor shall not hinder the operational personnel to
carry out safety walks and maintenance of the operating
equipment and the redundant equipment items.

12. The Contractor shall ensure that its employees use
appropriate tools in good condition and safe working
equipment including proper and safe use of vehicles and
the Contractor shall prevent them from using vehicles
that are out of order.

13. The Contractor shall ensure that its staff appears to
work after having good rest and shall not allow the use of
alcohol or other intoxicating substances during the
working hours as well as work under their influence.

14. The Contractor shall not allow persons to perform
work, which they are not familiar with or do not possess
relevant qualifications and competence.

15. The Contractor shall immediately inform the relevant
employees of the Confracting Entity of any situation
arising at work which might pose a serious and imminent
danger to workers.

16. The Contractor may refuse to execute a certain job if
there are reasonable doubts about the conditions related
to health and safety of the workers provided by the
Contracting Entity. The Contractor shall immediately
notify the HS Department of the Contracting Entity about
this situation.

1. Conditions for activity commencement

The Contracting Entity shall provide to the Contractor
appropriate area on the power plant site where it can
store any tools and equipment it uses.

Repair work on facilities and equipment on the site of
AES Maritza shall be performed with a work permit/work
order as required by the Rules for Safety and Health at
Work on electrical installations of electrical heating plants
and electrical networks, the Rules for Safety at Work on
non-electrical installations of electrical heating plants and
heating networks and hydraulic structures and the work
permit issuing procedure of the Contracting Entity.

The Contractor shall ensure that the persons designated
to work under work permit/work order are holders of the
appropriate qualification group, as required by the Rules
for Safety and Health at Work on electrical installations of
electrical heating plants and electrical networks and the
Rules for Safety at Work on non-electrical installations of
electrical heating plants and heating networks and
hydraulic structures.

All systems and facilities subject to issuance of work
permits/work orders shall be secured by employees of
the Contracting Entity in accordance with the
requirements specified in the work permit/work order.

In the event that a work permit for confined spaces or a
work permit for excavations is required, they may only be
issued by authorized persons of the Contracting Entity.
The need of the above work permits (called secondary
work permits) shall be determined by the Contracting
Entity together with the responsible person of the
Contractor when preparing a Job Safety Analysis/ Task
Risk Assessment to ensure appropriate and adequate
safety precautions.

All jobs in the AES Maritza are normally performed after
a Job Safety Analysis/ Task Risk Assessment has been
developed. A list of the jobs that can be performed under
orders and require no Job Safety Analysis/ Task Risk
Assessment shall be provided to the Contractor prior to
proceeding with the work.

The Contractor shall ensure the availability of trained and
certified persons, capable of providing first aid at the
worksite.

The Contractor shall appoint a person / persons to
coordinate EHS-related activities wth the Contracting
Entity and this person shall be responsible for their
implementation on behalf of the Contractor.

5.3. Ladders

Fixed ladders and step ladders shall be used for
performing of simple, short-term operations.

Persons who have obtained work permits shall pass
initial induction, given by authorized persons every
working day between 9:00am and 1:00pm and at
weekends after prior notification by e-mail to the
responsible person under contract.

7.2. Second initial induction
It shall be given to Contractor's employees that have
stayed on the power plant site for 12 months in a row, or
in the event of any changes in the legal and corporate
requirements or the internal EHS regulations.

payment is requested. All such requests for payment
shall be commensurate with the fair market value for such
work, service or equipment.
