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1. SCOPE OF SUPPLY
The present technical specification determines the requirements for the performance of the supply of
primary beaters for coal mills type H440.41V according to the approved design documentation for the
needs of AES-3C Maritza East | EOOD Thermal Power Plant.

2. TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS

2.1. Technical requirements concerning Supplies

The scope of supply covers the supply of 250 primary beaters according to drawing
MTZ/12/B/HFC00—370/DD/023 which is an inseparable part of the technical specification.

The necessary quantities of primary beaters for milling fans will be used for regular change and
addition to the available quantities of existing primary beaters.

The necessary details shall have the same technical characteristics as those of the existing primary
beaters and shall be produced by the same manufacturer as well. Any change in these requirements
will lead to incompatibility and technical difficulty when operating the coal mills due to the acquisition
of parts with different technical characteristics.

All delivered spare parts must be original, all new and unused ones, and they shall be accompanied by
a Manufacturer’s Certificate of Quality and Declaration of Conformity.

The Contracting Authority reserves the right to purchase other products included in the supplier's
catalog. In this case, the technical requirements and specific parameters will be further provided.

2.2. Technical requirements concerning Supplier

of the details being the scope of the supply.

The Supplier shall provide the transport for the supplies of the relevant orders at his expense to the
warehouse for spare parts at AES-3C Maritza East | EOOD Thermal Power Plant.

3. DELIVERY PERIOD
The period of the Framework Agreement is five (5) years.

4. PLACE OF DELIVERY
The place of delivery shall be AES-3C Maritza East I Thermal Power Plant located in the town of

Galabovo, approximately 50 km southeast of Stara Zagora. The spare parts shall be delivered by
Supplier’s transport to the warehouse located on the power plant site.

The vehicles and their drivers must meet the statutory requirements for carriage of dangerous goods
and any other applicable freight transport regulations.

Drivers of vehicles must be equipped with personal protective equipment (PPE) which is compulsory
on the territory of the power plant: helmets, safety shoes, safety glasses, suitable work clothing, as well
as any additional PPE as required in the MSDS of the goods transported.

Bringing in alcohol, drugs or any other psychotropic substances as well as access of persons who have
used such substances to the site of the power plant is absolutely forbidden.

Bringing in firearms, gas weapons and cool weapons, and explosive materials is absolutely forbidden.

6. WRAPPING, PACKING AND ARRANGEMENT
The Supplier shall wrap, pack and arrange the spare parts according to the requirements for safe
transportation and storage.
The supplied spare parts shall be packed in pallets with the original label of their manufacturer and
description of the supplied primary beaters corresponding to the documentation (specification) to the
contract for delivery.

7. GOODS ACCEPTANCE IN THE WAREHOUSE
Upon delivery of goods Suppliers must advise the delivery date and time one day prior to date of
delivery to the warehouse so as to allow for arrangements of appropriate equipment for goods handling
in the warehouse.

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COMMISSION IMPLEMENTING REGULATION (EU) 2016/7 of 5 January 2016 establishing the standard form for the European Single

Procurement Document
(Text with EEA relevance)

THE EUROPEAN COMMISSION,
Having regard to the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union,

Having regard to Directive 2014/24/EU of the European Parliament and of the Council of 26 February 2014 on public procurement and
repealing Directive 2004/18/EC ('), and in particular Article 59(2) thereof, and to Directive 2014/25/EU of the European Parliament and
of the Council of 26 February 2014 on procurement by entities operating in the water, energy, transport and postal services sectors and
repealing Directive 2004/17/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council (), and in particular Article 80(3) thereof,

Whereas:

(1) One of the major objectives of Directives 2014/24/EU and 2014/25/EU is the lessening the administrative burdens of contracting
authorities, contracting entities and economic operators, not least small and medium-sized enterprises. A key element of that
effort is the European single procurement document (ESPD). The standard form for the ESPD should consequently be drafted in
such a manner that the need to produce a substantial number of certificates or other documents related to exclusion and selection
criteria is obviated. With the same objective in mind, the standard form should also provide the relevant information in respect of
entities on whose capacities an economic operator relies, so that the verification of that information can be carried out together
with the verification in respect of the main economic operator and on the same conditions.

2 The ESPD should also be available for use by contracting entities which are subject to Directive 2014/25/EU and which, when
applying the exclusion and selection criteria provided for under Directive 2014/24/ EU, must do so in the same way and under the
same conditions as contracting authorities.

3) To avoid administrative burdens for the contracting authorities and contracting entities and possible contradictory indications in
the different procurement documents, the information which economic operators must provide in the ESPD should be clearly
indicated by the contracting authorities and contracting entities in advance in the call for competition or through references
therein to other parts of the procurement documents, which the economic operators must in any case examine carefully in view of
their participation and possible submission of tenders.

4) The ESPD should also contribute to further simplification for both economic operators and contracting authorities and entities by
replacing various and diverging national self-declarations with one standard form established at the European level. This should
also help to reduce problems linked to the precise drafting of formal statements and declarations of consent as well as language
issues, since the standard form will be available in the official languages. The ESPD should thereby facilitate an increased cross-
border participation in public procurement procedures.

(5) Any processing and exchange of data to be performed in connection with the ESPD should be performed in accordance with the
national rules implementing Directive 95/46/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council ), and in particular with
national rules applicable to the processing of data relating to offences, criminal convictions or security measures under Article 8(5)
of said Directive.

(6) It should be recalled that the Commission shall review the practical application of the ESPD taking into account the technical
development of databases in the Member States and report thereon to the Furopean Parliament and the Council by 18 April 2017.
In so doing, the Commission may also take into consideration possible suggestions to improve its functionality in view of
enhancing the possibilities of cross-border participation in

public procurement, not least for SMEs, or potential simplifications within the framework set out by Directive 2014/24/ EU; it may
as well consider possible issues relating to practices of systematic requests of certificates or other forms of documentary evidence
of all participants in a given procurement procedure or practices consisting in identifying in a discriminatory manner the
economic operators to be requested such documentation.

7) The measures provided for in this Regulation are in accordance with the opinion of the Advisory Committee on Public
Procurement,
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HAS ADOPTED THIS REGULATION:

Article 1

From the moment the national measures implementing Directive 2014/24/EU enter into force, and at the latest from 18 April 2016, the
standard form set out in Annex 2 to this Regulation shall be used for the purposes of drawing up the European single procurement
document referred to in Article 59 of Directive 2014/24/EU. Instructions for its use are set out in Annex 1 to this Regulation.

Article 2

This Regulation shall enter into force on the twentieth day following that of its publication in the Official Journal of the European Union.

This Regulation shall be binding in its entirety and directly applicable in all Member States. Done at

ANNEX 1 Instructions

The ESPD is a self-declaration by economic operators providing preliminary evidence replacing the certificates issued by public authorities or
third parties. As provided in Article 59 of Directive 2014/24/EU, it is a formal statement by the economic operator that it is not in one of the
situations in which economic operators shall or may be excluded; that it meets the relevant selection criteria and that, where applicable, it
fulfils the objective rules and criteria that have been set out for the purpose of limiting the number of otherwise qualified candidates to be
invited to participate. Its objective is to reduce the administrative burden arising from the requirement to produce a substantial number of
certificates or other documents related to exclusion and selection criteria.

To facilitate the task for economic operators when filling in an ESPD, Member States may issue guidance on the use of the ESPD, for instance
to explain which provisions of national law are pertinent in relation to Part III, Section A ('), that official lists of approved economic operators
or equivalent certificates might not be established or issued in a given Member State, or to specify which references and information must be
given to enable contracting authorities or contracting entities to retrieve a given certificate electronically.

When preparing the procurement documents for a given procurement procedure, contracting authorities and contracting entities must
indicate in the call for competition, in procurement documents referred to in the call for competition or in the invitations to confirm interest
which information they will require from the economic operators, including an explicit statement as to whether the information set out under
Parts II and III (?) should or should not be provided in respect of subcontractors on whose capacities the economic operator does not rely (3).
They may also make the task easier for economic operators by indicating this information directly in an electronic version of the ESPD, for
instance by using the ESPD service https: 4 [ ecertis2/ resources/ espd/index.html
(*) that Commission Services will make available, free of charge, for contracting authorities, contracting entities, economic operators,
providers of electronic services and other interested parties.

Tenders in open procedures and requests for participation in restricted procedures, competitive procedures with negotiations, competitive
dialogues or innovation partnerships, must be accompanied by the ESPD, which economic operators have completed in order to deliver the
required information (%). Except in relation to certain contracts based on framework agreements, the tenderer to whom it is intended to award
the contract will have to provide up to date certificates and supporting documents.

Member States may regulate or leave it to contracting authorities and contracting entities to decide whether to use the ESPD also as part of
procurement procedures not or not fully subject to the detailed procedural rules of Directives 2014/24/EU or 2014/25/EU, for instance for
procurement below the relevant thresholds or procurements subject to the particular rules applicable to social and other specific services (the
‘light regime’) (6). Similarly, Member States may regulate or leave it to contracting authorities and contracting entities to decide whether to
use the ESPD also in connection with the award of concessions contracts, whether or not subject to the provisions of Directive 2014/23/EU

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Requesting an ESPD would constitute an unnecessary administrative burden or be otherwise inappropriate 1) where only one,
predetermined participant is possible (for the two Directives, respectively Article 32, paragraph 2(b), paragraph 3(b), paragraph 3 (d) and
paragraph 5 of Directive 2014/24/EU and Article 50, letters (c), (e), (f) and (i) of Directive 2014/25/EU and 2) because of the urgency
involved (respectively Article 32(2)(c) of Directive 2014/24/EU and Article 50, letters (d) and (h) of Directive 2014/25/EU or because of
the particular characteristics of the transaction for supplies quoted and purchased on a commodity market (Article 32(3)(c) of Directive
2014/24/EU and Article 50, letter (g) of Directive 2014/25/EU.
On the other hand, the ESPD would play its role in full and should be requested in the remaining cases, which are characterised by the
possible participation of more than one participants and the absence of urgency or particular characteristics linked to the transaction; such
is the case in respect of Article 32, paragraph 2(a), paragraph 3(a) and paragraph 4 of Directive 2014/24/EU and Atrticle 50, letters (a), (b)
and (j) of Directive 2014/25/EU.

The contracting authority or contracting entity may ask any tenderer at any moment during the procedure to submit all or part of the
required certificates and supporting documents where this is necessary to ensure the proper conduct of the procedure.

Economic operators may be excluded from the procurement procedure or be subject to prosecution under national law in cases of serious
misrepresentation in filling in the ESPD or, generally, in supplying the information required for the verification of the absence of grounds for
exclusion or the fulfilment of the selection criteria, or where such information is withheld or the economic operators are unable to submit the
supporting documents.

Economic operators may reuse the information that has been provided in an ESPD which has already been used in a previous procurement
procedure as long as the information remains correct and continues to be pertinent. The easiest way to do so is by inserting the information in
the new ESPD through use of the appropriate functionalities that are provided to that effect in the above-mentioned electronic ESPD-service.
Of course, reuse of information through other forms of copy-paste of information, for instance information stored in the economic operator’s
IT-equipment (PCs, tablets, servers ...), will also be possible.

According to the second subparagraph of Article 59(2) of Directive 2014/24/EU, the ESPD shall be provided exclusively in electronic form;
however, this may be postponed until 18 April 2018 at the latest (%). This means that both fully electronic and paper-based versions of the
ESPD may co-exist until 18 April 2018 at the latest. The just-mentioned ESPD-service will allow economic operators to fill in their ESPD
electronically in all cases, thus enabling them to draw the full advantages of the facilities offered (not least of reusing information). For use in
procurement procedures in which use of electronic means of communication has been postponed (also possible until 18 April 2018 at the
latest), the ESPD service allows economic operators to print their electronically filled-in ESPD as a paper document which can then be
transmitted to the contracting authority or contracting entity by other means of communication than electronic ones (%).

As mentioned earlier, the ESPD consists of a formal statement by the economic operator that the relevant grounds for exclusion do not apply,
that the relevant selection criteria are fulfilled and that it will provide the relevant information as required by the contracting authority or
contracting entity.

Where procurements are divided into lots and selection criteria (%) vary from lot to lot, an ESPD should be filled in for each Iot (or group of
lots with the same selection criteria).

The ESPD further identifies the public authority or third party responsible for establishing the supporting documents (4) and contains a
formal statement to the effect that the economic operator will be able, upon request and without delay, to provide those supporting
documents.

Contracting authorities or contracting entities may choose or may be required (1) by Member States to limit the information required on
selection criteria to a single question whether, yes or no, economic operators meet all the required selection criteria. While this may be
followed up by requests for further information and/or documentation, care should be taken to avoid imposing excessive administrative
burdens on economic operators through systematic requests of certificates or other forms of documentary evidence of all participants in a
given procurement procedure or practices consisting in identifying in a discriminatory manner the economic operators to be requested such
documentation.

The obligations for the contracting authorities and contracting entities to obtain the documentation concerned directly by accessing a national
database in any Member State that is available free of charge also applies where the information initially requested on selection criteria has
been limited to a yes or no answer. If such electronic documentation is requested, economic operators will therefore provide the contracting
authority or contracting entity with the information needed to obtain the documentation concerned when the selection criteria are being
checked rather than directly in the ESPD.

(9) They will also be able to generate their ESPD as a pdf-file which can be electronically transmitted as an attachment. To be able
subsequently to reuse the information, economic operators should save the filled-in ESPD in an appropriate electronic format (such as
xml).

(10) This might be the case for the minimum required turnover, which in such cases must be determined in function of the maximum
estimated value of the single lots.

(11) Unless the contracting authorities or contracting entities have indicated that general information ('yes'/'no') on meeting the requirements
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will be sufficient in the first instance. See below for more explanations on this option.
(12) Such requirements may be general or limited to certain situations only, e.g. only in open procedures or, for two stage procedures, only
when all candidates meeting the minimum requirements will be invited to participate.

Where an extract from the relevant register, for example judicial records, is available electronically to the contracting authority or contracting
entity, the economic operator can state where the information can be found (i.e. the name of the repository, internet address, identification of
the file or record etc.) so that the contracting authority or contracting entity may retrieve this information. By indicating this information, the
economic operator agrees that the contracting authority or contracting entity may retrieve the relevant documentation subject to the national
rules implementing Directive 95/46/EC (1) on the processing of personal data, and in particular of special categories of data such as on
offences, criminal convictions or security measures.

In accordance with Article 64 of Directive 2014/24/EU of the European Parliament and of the Council, economic operators which are
registered on official lists of approved economic operators or possess a relevant certification by bodies established under public or private
law may, in respect of the information required under Parts III to V, submit to the contracting authority or contracting entity the certificate of
registration issued by the competent authority or the certificate issued by the competent certification body.

An economic operator participating on its own and which does not rely on the capacities of other entities in order to meet the selection
criteria, must fill out one ESPD.

An economic operator participating on its own but relying on the capacities of one or more other entities must ensure that the contracting
authority or contracting entity receives its own ESPD together with a separate ESPD setting out the relevant information (1) for each of the
entities it relies on.

Finally, where groups of economic operators, including temporary associations, participate together in the procurement procedure, a
separate ESPD setting out the information required under Parts II to V must be given for each of the participating economic operators.

In all cases where more than one person is member of the administrative, management or supervisory body of an economic operator or has
powers of representation, decision or control therein, each may have to sign the same ESPD, depending on national rules, including those
governing data protection.

Concerning the signature(s) of the ESPD, please note that a signature on the ESPD might not be necessary where the ESPD is transmitted as
part of a set of documents, whose authenticity and integrity is ensured through the required signature(s) of the means of transmission (1%).

For procurement procedures in which a call for competition has been published in the Official Journal of the European Union, the information
required under Part [ will be automatically retrieved, provided that the above-mentioned electronic ESPD-service is used to generate and fill
in the ESPD.

If there is no call for competition in the OJEU, then the contracting authority or contracting entity must fill in the information allowing the
procurement procedure to be unequivocally identified. All other information in all sections of the ESPD is to be filled in by the economic
operator

The ESPD includes the following Parts and Sections:

— A: Grounds relating to criminal convictions (their application is mandatory pursuant to Article 57(1) of Directive 2014/24/EU. Their
application is also mandatory for contracting authorities pursuant to the second subparagraph of Article 80(1) of Directive
2014/25/EU, whereas contracting entities other than contracting authorities may decide to apply these exclusion criteria).
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— B: Grounds relating to the payment of taxes or social security contributions (their application is mandatory pursuant to Article 57(2)
of Directive 2014/24/EU in case of a final and binding decision. Under the same conditions, their application is also mandatory for
contracting authorities pursuant to the second subparagraph of Article 80(1) of Directive 2014/25/EU, whereas contracting entities
other than contracting authorities may decide to apply these exclusion grounds. Please note that national legislation of certain
Member States may render exclusion obligatory also where the decision is not final and binding.).

— C: Grounds relating to insolvency, conflicts of interests or professional misconduct (See Article 57(4) of Directive 2014/24/EU) (cases
in which economic operators may be excluded; application of these exclusion grounds may be rendered obligatory for contracting
authorities by their Member States. Pursuant to Article 80(1) of Directive 2014/25/EU all contracting entities, whether or not they are
contracting authorities, may decide to apply these exclusion grounds or be required by their Member State to do so).

— D: Other exclusion grounds that may be foreseen in the national legislation of the contracting authority’s or contracting entity’s
Member State.

— Part IV. Selection criteria ('6):

— a: Global indication for all selection criteria

— A:Suitability.

— B: Economic and financial standing.

— C:Technical and professional ability.

— D: Quality assurance schemes and environmental management standards ('7) (18).
— Part V. Reduction of the number of qualified candidates (1°).

— Part VL. Concluding statements.

for preparation of an offer

I. Preparation of the documents for participation in the procedure

The Partcipants’ offer consists of the following documents:

1. Information sheet presenting the participant including Unified identification code
as per art.23 of the Commercial register law, BULSTAT and/or other identifying information,
bank requisites as well as address for correspondence including e-mail during the
performance of the procedure.

2. Unified European document (UED) prepared according to APP template that can
be downloaded from the Agency for Public Procurements site containing the following
information:

2.1. Grounds for removal

When submitting an offer, the participant declares the presence or absence of grounds
for removal in Part III: "Grounds for exclusion", sections A, B and C in UEDPP under Art. 54
para. 1 and Art. 55 para. 1 p.1 of the PPA.

2.2.  Other grounds for exclusion provided for under the national law of the
contracting authority or the contracting entity of a Member State:

When submitting an offer, the participant declares by filling in Part III "Grounds for
exclusion", section D "Other grounds for exclusion, which may be provided for in the
national law of the contracting authority or the contracting entity of a Member State", the
presence or absence of the grounds for removal in UEDPP, on the following three points
provided for in the national law:

> Requirements under Art. 54, para. 1, item 1 of the Public Procurement Act:
The Contracting entity shall remove from participation in the procedure the Participant when:

- he has been convicted by a judgment which has entered into force, unless he is
rchabilitated, for a crime under Art. 172, Art. 192a, Art. 194-217, Art. 219-252 and Art. 352 -
353f of the Penal Code;

- he has been convicted by a judgment which has entered into force unless he is
rehabilitated for an crime analogous to those referred to in paragraph 1 in another Member
State or a third country.

II. Criterium to award a public procurement

I11. Requirements for preparation of the offer

1. The offer and all documents that are part of it shall be submitted in electronic
format (PDF) signed by a person with representative functions and stamp. When the
documents are photocopies they shall be certified with a "true to original" signature,
signature of the person representing the participant and a stamp. The electronic catalogues
are presented together with the other documents in the Negometrix electronic platform in
PDF and EXCEL format.

2. The documents and data in the offer shall be signed only by persons with
representative functions or persons authorized for this purpose, who shall be required to
submit a power of attorney for performing such functions.

3. All documents related to the offer shall be in Bulgarian or accompanied with a
translation into Bulgarian.

4, No entries between rows, deletions or corrections are allowed in the offer and
attached documents unless they are endorsed with the signature of the person representing
the participant and a fresh stamp.

IV. Submitting and reviewing the offer

2. The communication between the Contracting Entity and the Participant /
Participants will be held through the Negometrix electronic platform and / or by e-mail.

3. The participant is obliged to ensure that the offer is received electronically within
the specified time.

4. The risk of delay or loss of an offer is taken by the participant.

5. The Contracting entity shall not undertake to assist in submitting the offer within
the time limit set by it.

6. The Contracting entity shall not review offers submitted after the expiry of the
deadline for receipt.

7. A committee appointed by a Manager’s order shall review and evaluate the offer
under the procedure of Art. 51 of the Public Procurement Act.

8. All unsettled issues shall be governed by the provisions of the Public Procurement
Act and its Implementing Rules.

V. Invitation to make additions to the offer

1. The invitation to make additions to the offer is sent to the contractor under the
framework agreement via the Negometrix electronic platform. The invitation contains, as a
minimum, the subject matter of the order, the time and place for performance of the order,
the total estimated value of the contract, the requirements for the offer, the time limit for
submission of the offer in response to the invitation and the time limit for opening the offer.
A draft contract is attached to the invitation.

2. The Contractor under the framework agreement is required to submit an offer to
Negometrix in response to any invitation from the Contracting entity. In the event of failure
to submit an offer, the contractor shall be liable for default under the terms of the framework
agreement.

VI. Terms for performance of the contract



1. The duration for each of the contracts made on the basis of the framework
agreement is determined individually according to the specific supply needs. The time limit
shall be announced in advance in the invitation to make additions to an offer.

SUBJECT MATTER OF THE AGREEMENT

Y. 1. The CONTRACTING ENTITY assigns and the CONTRACTOR agrees to
perform the delivery of spare parts called for shortly “article” according to the volume,
nomenclature, technical data and unit prices as per Appendix Ne 1 - Technical
specification, Appendix Ne 2 - CONTRACTOR’s Technical proposal and Appendix Ne
3 — CONTRACTOR s price proposal — integral part of the present framework agreement.

Ya. 2. The unit prices foreseen in the CONTRACTOR’s price proposal are tentative.
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Y. 3. Contracts to award a public procurement order shall be made based on the present
agreement after making additions to the offer pursuant to art.82, para 2 of PPA.

PRICES AND TERMS OF PAYMENT

Y. 4. The price, conditions and terms of payment of the deliveries for each contract
made based on the present agreement are subject to detailed settlement in each specific
contract.

Y. 5. Within the first year from the date of coming into effect of the framework
agreement the CONTRACTOR is obliged when making additions to its offer not to offer
higher unit prices for articles than the ones proposed in its offer when participating in the
internal competitive selection as per the procedure for making a framework agreement.

TERM OF THE FRAMEWORK AGREEMENT

Yur. 6. This agreement shall come into effect on the date first before written on which
the Parties have executed it and it shall be in effect for 5 years.

Ya. 7. The completion time of the specific supplies shall be fixed in the contracts made
for awarding public procurements based on the CONTRACTOR’s technical proposals.
Y. 8. The term of the contracts made based on the framework agreement shall be fixed
in the invitation to make additions to the offer.

LOCATION OF PERFORMANCE

Ya. 9. The location of Contract performance is Stara Zagora region, Galabovo
Municipality, Galabovo 6280, TPP "AES Galabovo”.

INVITATION TO MAKE ADDITIONS TO AN OFFER BASED ON THE MADE
FRAMEWORK AGREEMENT

Y. 10. To make contracts based on the framework agreement the
CONTRACTING ENTITY sends an invitation to the CONTRACTOR in the framework
agreement through the electronic platform Negometrix and fixes a deadline for presenting
offers.

Y. 11. In the invitation to present offers the CONTRACTING ENTITY indicates
minimum the following: subject matter of the order, place and terms for performance of
the order, total anticipated price of the order, requirements to the offer, term for
presenting the offer in response to the invitation and term for opening the offer. Draft
contract is attached to the invitation. The CONTRACTING ENTITY may also include in
the offer other requirements which he may have related to the performance of the specific
order.

Y. 12. With the invitation the CONTRACTING ENTITY requires from the
framework agreement CONTRACTOR to present an offer with specific price offers and
timeframe for completion according to the requirements indicated in the invitation as per.
Art.12.

Y. 13. The framework agreement CONTRACTOR participates with the same
UEDPP submitted during its participation in the negotiations without a prior invitation to
participation and it shall not issue a new one if there hasn’t been any substantial change
in the circumstances indicated in the UEDPP during the carried out negotiations without a
prior invitation.
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Y. 14. The parties will negotiate to determine the clauses of specific procurement
contracts. The Contracting Entity has the right to negotiate additional terms and
concessions other than those specified in the Pricelist - Appendix 3 attached to this
framework agreement.

Y. 15. The CONTRACTING ENTITY has the right to refuse to make a contract
based on a framework agreement if the CONTRACTOR offers prices which are
unreasonably high and do not meet market conditions at the time of conclusion.

RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE PARTIES
Y. 16. Listing of the specific rights and obligations of the Parties in this chapter
of the Agreement is not exhaustive and shall not affect any other provisions hereunder or

the applicable law providing rights and/or obligations of either Party

General rights and obligation of the CONTRACTOR

Y. 17. The CONTRACTOR is entitled to request and obtain from the
CONTRACTING ENTITY any assistance it needs to fulfill its obligations under this
Agreement as well as all necessary documents, information and data directly related or
required for the implementation of the Contract

Y. 18. The CONTRACTOR is obliged within the duration of the effect of the
framework agreement as well as the period of effect of the contracts signed based on the
framework agreement:

I, To provide the supplies within the agreed time frames and of quality in
accordance with the conditions foreseen in the specific public procurement contract made
based on this agreement;

2. To submit an offer in response to any invitation to make a contract for supply
addressed to him by the CONTRACTING ENTITY;

3. To inform the CONTRACTING ENTITY in due course of any obstacles arising
during the implementation of the work, to suggest a way to remedy them or to approach
the CONTRACTING ENTITY for guidance and/or assistance for their remedy;;

4. To fulfill all lawful instructions and requirements of the CONTRACTING
ENTITY;

5. To keep secret any confidential information as provided for in Art. 32 to Art.36
hereof;

6. To notify the CONTRACTING ENTITY within 7 (seven) calendar days in case
of change of circumstances relevant to fulfill the obligations of the CONTRACTOR
under this Agreement;

General rights and obligation of the CONTRACTIG ENTITY

Y. 20. The CONTRACTING ENTITY is entitled to:
1. To request and obtain the supplies within the timeframes, quantities and of quality as
agreed in the public procurement contracts made based on this agreement;

2. To supervise the way the CONTRACTOR fulfills its obligations as well as ask for and
obtain information from the CONTRACTOR during the entire term of the framework
agreement, or to carry out inspections in the location where the Contract is performed as
necessary but not to interfere with the performance of the specific public procurement
contracts;
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Y. 21. The CONTRACTING ENTITY undertakes:

1. To send invitations to the CONTRACTOR under this agreement to submit an
offer;

2. To provide and ensure to the CONTRACTOR access to the information
necessary for the provision of the supplies covered by the agreement, subject to the
relevant requirements or restrictions under the applicable law;

3. To keep secret any Confidential information as provided for in Art. 32 to Art.36
hereof;

4,  To assist the CONTRACTOR in connection with the execution of this agreement,
including the elimination of obstacles for such execution following a request by the
CONTRACTOR;

PENALTIES IN CASE OF DEFAULT

Y. 22. For not submitting an offer in response to the CONTRACTING ENTITY’s
invitation the CONTRACTOR shall pay a penalty amounting to 1% of the anticipated
price of the specific public procurement contract.

TERMINATION AND CANCELLATION THE FRAMEWORK AGREEMENT

Y. 23. Both parties have the right to terminate the framework agreement by mutual
consent written in two copies.

Y. 24. Either party may request termination of the agreement with 30 (thirty) day prior
written notice addressed to the other party.

Y. 25. The agreement may be terminated at the request of either of the two parties upon
occurrence of circumstances under Art. 39. In this case, the Parties shall sign a two-party
protocol to establish the relationship between them.

Y. 26. The agreement may be terminated by 15 (fifteen) days prior written notice from
the non-default party to the default party in the event of non-performance of the
obligations assumed by the agreement.

Y. 27. The CONTRACTING ENTITY may terminate the agreement if, as a result of
unforeseen circumstances, it is unable to fulfill its obligations. The CONTRACTING
ENTITY shall immediately terminate the agreement if, in the course of its effect, the
capacity of being the manufacturer's exclusive representative with regard to the
CONTRACTING ENTITY drops out. The CONTRACTOR shall be obliged to notify the
CONTRACTING ENTITY of a change in this circumstance within three days from the
date of its occurrence.

Y. 28. This agreement may be terminated unilaterally by the CONTRACTING
AUTHORITY at any time by sending a ten (10) day prior written notice to the
CONTRACTOR to determine whether the framework agreement will be terminated in
part or in full and the date from which the termination takes effect.

GENERAL PROVISIONS

Definitions of terms and their interpretation

Y. 29. Unless expressly defined otherwise in this agreement, the terms used therein shall
have the meaning given to them in the PPA, respectively, the legal definitions in the
Additional provisions of PPA or, if there are missing definitions of any terms - the
meaning, given to them in the provisions of the Public Procurement Act.
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Ya. 30. In case of contradiction between the various provisions and conditions contained
in the agreement and its Appendixes, the following rules shall apply:

- Framework agreement signed by the parties;

- CONTRACTING ENTITY s technical specification;

- CONTRACTOR’s technical proposal;

- CONTRACTOR’s price proposal.

Compliance with applicable regulations

Y. 31. While implementing the agreement, the Contractor shall observe all applicable
laws, regulations, standards and other requirements related to the subject matter of the
agreement and in particular all applicable rules and requirements relating to the
environmental, social and labor law, applicable collective agreements and/or provisions
of the international environmental, social and labor law in accordance with Appendix 10
attached to Art. 115 of the PPA.

Confidentiality

Ya. 32. Each of the Parties hereto shall keep confidential and not disclose or disseminate
any information about the other Party that have became known to it while executing the
Contract or in connection with it ( "Confidential Information"). The Confidential
information shall include, but not limited to: information relating to the business,
technical processes, projects and finances of the Parties, as well as know-how, inventions,
utility models or other rights of a similar nature relating to the implementation of the
agreement.

Ya. 33. Confidential information may only be disclosed with the prior written approval
of the other Party, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld.

Y. 34. Disclosure of Confidential information shall not be deemed to be a violation of
the obligations provided that

1. The information has been or has become publicly available without any breach of this
Contract by either Party;;

2. The information has been requested pursuant to a law equally binding for both Parties;
or

3. Provision of the information has been requested by a regulatory or any other competent
authority and the Party shall comply with such a request;;

In the cases under art.33 and art.34, the Party that shall provide the information shall
immediately notify the other Party of the agreement.

Ya. 35. The obligations under this clause shall apply to the CONTRACTOR, all its
divisions, all companies and organizations under its control, all its employees and
physical or legal entities hired by it, and the CONTRACTOR shall ensure that such
persons fulfill these obligations.

Ya. 36. The obligations related to non-disclosure of Confidential Information shall
remain in force after termination of the agreement on any ground whatsoever.

Public statements

Ya. 37. The CONTRACTOR shall not make any public statements and press releases,
shall not disclose or disseminate any information obtained in connection with the
provision of the supplies hereunder, no matter whether obtained from data and materials
of the CONTRACTING ENTITY or resulting from the performance of the
CONTRACTOR without the prior written consent of the CONTRACTING ENTITY,
which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld or delayed.
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Amendments

Yua. 38. This framework agreement may only be amended by addendums made in
writing and signed by both Parties in accordance with the requirements and limitations of
the PPA.

Force majeure

Ya. 39. None of the Parties hereunder shall be responsible for default caused by force
majeure. For the purposes of this agreement, "Force Majeure” shall have the meaning
given to that term in Art. 306, para. 2 of the Commercal Act.

Y. 40. A Party which has been in default at the time of force majeure occurrence may
not refer to force majeure

Y. 41. A Party that cannot fulfill its obligation due to force majeure shall undertake any
possible measures with due diligence to minimize the damage and losses, and shall notify
the other Party in writing within three days of the force majeure occurrence, giving a
description of the force majeure and the possible consequences thereof for the execution
of the agreement. If it fails to notify the other Party, the latter may claim compensation
for suffered damages.

Invalid clauses

Y. 42. In the event that a clause of this agreement is rendered invalid or unenforceable,
it shall not affect the remaining clauses. The invalid or unenforceable provision shall be
replaced with an imperative legal provision, if any.

Notices

Y. 43. Any notices between the Parties in connection with this agreement shall be made
in writing and may be delivered in person or by registered mail, courier, fax, e-mail.

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Y. 45. The date of notification shall be:

1. The date of delivery — if the notice is delivered in person;

(2) The applicable language shall be mandatory for use in the preparation of any
documents related to the implementation of the agreement, including notices, minutes,
reports, etc., as well as when conducting toolbox meetings. All costs for translations, if
necessary for the CONTRACTOR or its agents or employees, shall be at the expense of
the CONTRACTOR.

Applicable law

Ya. 49. This agreement, including the Appendixes thereto and any consequential or
related agreements as well as any rights and obligations related to them shall be governed
by and construed in accordance with the Bulgarian law.

Settlement of disputes

Y. 50. Any disputes arising out of this agreement or related to it, including disputes
arising from or concerning its interpretation, invalidity, performance or termination, as
well as disputes about filling gaps in the agreement or its adaptation to new
circumstances shall be settled between the Parties through negotiations, and if no
agreement is reached the dispute shall be referred for settlement by the competent
Bulgarian court.
