The scope of supply is spare parts manufactured by KS Kneissl & Senn Technologie GMBH, to be
incorporated in the Drag Link Conveyor installed on the territory of AES-3C Maritza East I Thermal
Power Plant.

2. TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS

Drivers of vehicles on site of the plant must move, stop and park so that they do not obstruct the
movement of other vehicles (fire, ambulance, company cars) or people.
