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3. Price quotation including: 
3.1. Bill of Quantities following a 

template; 
3.2. An electronic catalog with prices of 

the items (in EUR, VAT excluded)/or a 
declaration that acknowledges the itemized 
prices submitted in the Framework 
Agreement conclusion procedure (free text). 

 
Tender preparation requirements: 

 
1. The tender and all documents that are 

part of it shall be submitted in electronic 
format (PDF) signed by a duly authorized 
signatory and stamped. Photocopies shall 
bear the text "True to the original" and they 
shall be signed by the person representing the 
participant and stamped. The electronic 
catalogs shall be presented together with the 
remaining documents in the Negometrix 
electronic platform in PDF and EXCEL 
format. 

 
2. The tender documents and data shall 

only be signed by signatories or by persons 
duly authorized for this purpose subject to 
proving by the submission of a power of 
attorney to that effect. 
 

3. All documents related to the tender 
shall be in Bulgarian or accompanied by their 
translation in Bulgarian. 
 

4. There shall be no entries made 
between the lines, no deletions or corrections 
in the tender and the documents attached 
thereto unless they are certified by signature 
of the person representing the participant and 
a fresh ink stamp. 

5. During the first year from the 
framework agreement effective date the 
Contractor after completing its tender may 
not offer higher item unit prices than those 
offered in the framework agreement 
conclusion procedure. During the effective 
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period of the framework agreement, the 
Contractor may not offer longer item delivery 
times than those offered in its tender in the 
framework agreement conclusion procedure.

price offered in EUR, VAT excluded. 
 
3. Any arithmetical and technical errors 

as well as price errors identified in the tender 
shall be solely at the expense of the 
participants. In case of arithmetical errors 
resulting in a discrepancy between unit prices 
and total prices, the unit price will be 
considered.

1. The tender shall be submitted 
electronically before 23:59 p.m. on 
14.08.2020 on the Negometrix electronic 
platform after receiving an automatic email 
with a link for registration and filing of 
documents. 

2. The Committee will open and review 
the tender and negotiate on 17.08.2020 
starting at 13:00 a.m. in the hall of TPP AES-
3C Maritsa East I EOOD, town of Galabovo 
6280, municipality of Galabovo, district of 
Stara Zagora. 

3. Communication between the 
Contracting Entity and the participants will 
be through the Negometrix electronic 
platform and/or by e-mail.
