Upon delivery of goods, the Contractor is obliged to apprise the contracting authority of the delivery
date and time one day prior to the date of delivery to the warehouse so as to allow for arrangements
of appropriate equipment for goods handling (loading and unloading) in the warehouse.

Each first delivery of a spare part must be accompanied by all technical documents provided by the
manufacturer of this spare part such as drawings, technical specifications, part numbers, certificates,
etc.
